Her relationship with her
husband remains however a bit shadowy. It was not alove relationship, but properly one of respectful convenience.
After his death she did not mourn beyond the expected, but acted for her step-daughter. Most interesting are the
chapters on her support of the pretenders fighting Henry V1I. Here is becomes clear that the support was linked to the
political lines of the rulers of Burgundy.
